Your school is cordially invited to a CFL speech tournament and Student Congress on 

Saturday, January 28 at Hofstra University.  

 

1. EVENTS: JV Extemp, JV Oral Interp, Declamation, Varsity Oral Interp, Original 

Oratory, Dramatic Performance, Varsity Extemp, Duo Interp, and Student Congress. 

 

2. ENTRANTS: unlimited in all varsity and jv events :Ext, OO, OI, Dec, Duo, and 

DP We have the use of 25 classrooms, and to fit all the students, we may have to ask 

schools with large entries to limit them. If there are not sufficient entries in any category, 

we will contact a school on Thursday to make other arrangements. 

 

3. JUDGES: 

 

A. For JV events: 1 judge for every five speakers or part thereof. NOTE: Seniors MAY 

judge JV speech ONLY (no Cong or varsity events). Schools are limited to 2 senior 

judges. Please realize that bringing senior judges, if you have a large JV speech 

registration, may cause your speakers to be "stacked" into a few rooms. 

 

B. For Varsity speech: 1 adult judge for every five speakers or part thereof. NOTE: When 

determining the number of speech judges you need, compute those needed for JV 

speakers SEPARATELY from those needed for Varsity events. 

 

C. Congress: one adult judge for 8; 2 judges for 9 or more. NOTE: Once again, compute 

the congress judge SEPARATELY from those needed for the speech events. All bills and 

resolutions will appear on our web page (www.lifa.org). 

 

4. REGISTRATION: You should register online at www.tabroom.com no later than 9 pm 

on Wed., Jan. 25. If there is a problem, please e-mail to jmcgrory@chaminade-

hs.org You will not be permitted to add speakers after that time.   

 

5. FOOD: Please note that there will be NO food supplied at this tournament.  Please 

have your judges brown-bag it.  There are also fast food restaurants on Hempstead Tpke.
